DUMP TRAILER

ASSEMBLY

The dump trailer is shipped complete in one

carton. To assemble, place axle housing, (34 pipe

which is port of frame assembly (item no. 2), between
hangers on box assembly (1), and insert axle (8},
through hangers and 3" pipe, allowing the same
amount of axle to extend out on each side.

On each end of the axle install the following
paris in the order listed; one washer (%), one wheel
and tire (7), (Be sure air vaolve and grease fitting of
wheel are to the outside), unother washer (9}, o cotter
pin {10), and hub cap. Spread the cotter pin so it
will not come out.

Install rod of latch assembly (3), up through slot
in tongue of frame assembly (2), and secure in ploce
by inserting bolt (11), down through holes in the
tongue and latch. The bolt, as well as the latch itself,
is held in place by the spring (5) and locknut (12).
The spring and nut are installed on the bolt from
the underside of the frame. Now screw knob (4), on
the rod of the latch assembly (3), 1o complete the
assembly of your dump trailer.

OPERATION

The trailer con be dumped from the tractor seat
by gripping the knob of the latch rod and pulling
forward. This will release the box and it can then
fip backwards until the back lip touches the ground.
The tractor can be backed up, and the lip (rear edge
of the box), will dig into the ground as the tracior is
backed, The trailer box will pivot on the oxle ond
completely empty itself. With the trailer empty it
can eosily be brought back to o latched position by
hand. The box can be bolted to the tongue, so that
the trailer will not dump when the latch handle is
pulled forward. There is o hole in the latch bracket,
on the box, and a corresponding hele in the tongue
for this purpose. {You must provide this bolt and nut,
since they ore not included with the troiler.)

The trailer is rated ot 600 lbs. load carrying capa-
city and 514 cubic foot level capacity.

LUBRICATION

The high pressure grease fittings on each wheel
should be lubricated before use and periodically
thereafter.
